Overview of The Doctor of Ministry Program

The Doctor of Ministry (D. Min.) degree program at Faith
Bible Seminary is designed to offer a great opportunity for the
servants of God to move to the next level of ministry --
intellectually, skillfully, and spiritually - in order that they may be
well equipped to lead the church effectively into the future.

Bible teaching & preaching is inarguably the most important
aspect of ministry. This program is designed to help pastors
discover the most accurate and effective ways to preach & to teach
the Bible to their audiences.

In a post-modern age of uncritical pragmatism, the church
desperately needs shepherds who can skillfully and faithfully apply
classic pastoral wisdom to contemporary challenges. Our D. Min.
Program is committed to this task. In addition, this D. Min.
program will also prepare pastors to engage in a shifting world of
radical migration and urbanization.
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Admission Requirements

1. Evidence of conversion and special calling.

2. M.Div. or Th.M. degree from an accredited institution or
equivalent (M.A. graduates may apply, but need to make up
enough credits at Faith Bible Seminary).

3. Bachelor degree from an accredited institution or equivalent.

4. At least three years of full-time vocational Christian ministry
experience since receiving the first graduate theological degree.

5. Evidence of Biblical Languages efficiency
(1) Minimum 6 credit hours of Biblical Languages before
beginning the D. Min. Program
(2) If a student lacks the requirement, he or she has to take the
courses at FBS (M. Div. Program) as supplementary
studies.

Transfer Credits

Up to 6 hours of graduate-level credit may be transferred for our D.

Min. program if those hours constitute equivalent work.

2000 words concerning the following:

(3) Reasons for desiring to enter the D. Min. program at Faith
Bible Seminary and the anticipated impact of the program
on your ministry
(4) The types of work and responsibility listed on the
application must coincide with the details included in your
Christian Experience Essay.

4. Academic Transcripts: Request official academic transcripts to
be sent directly to the Admissions Office of Faith Bible Seminary
from all the colleges, universities, and seminaries you have
attended.

Admissions Office has received all the above items and a
$100 application fee (non-refundable)
(2) The D. Min. committee may require a personal interview
with the applicant as part of the admissions evaluation
process.

Program Design

There is only one track in our Doctor of Ministry Program:
Bible Teaching & Preaching.

For graduation, students must complete ten mandatory
courses and a doctoral dissertation. Among them, one mandatory
course is designed to prepare students to do research, as well as to
come to grips with classical & practical pastoral wisdom.

Finally, students have to complete a doctoral dissertation
which is approved by the Committee. All requirements for the D.
Min. degree must be completed within seven years, beginning
from the date of the student’s first enrollment in a doctoral course
following acceptance into the program. If necessary, students can
apply for three more years for completion. (US$ 200 per year for
extension)
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Courses

Each course of D. Min. Program consists of independent
pre-reading of the texts (2 months), intensive class discussion (1
week), and an essay writing (1 month).

Classes are held in the months of January (1~2 Courses) and
June~August (3 courses): 3~4 courses in a year, 30 credit hours in
three years.

The independent pre-reading of the texts may cover around
500 pages for a course of 3 credits. Essays for each course should
be between 7 and 15 pages in length. A regular course of 3 credits
may need altogether approximately 120 hours of study at least. To
open a regular course, 5 or more students are needed to enroll. If
the number of students who enroll is less than 5, the course may be
canceled.

All lectures will be taught simultaneously in the classroom
and on Zoom. However, each student is required to attend at least 3
of the 10 lectures face-to-face in the classroom.

Some courses are offered in English without Chinese
translation. For those courses, students may submit papers in
English or in Chinese.

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Program Costs

1. A non-refundable US$ 100.00 application fee
2. Tuition: US$ 400.00 per credit hour

3. Graduation fee: US$ 200.00

Total fee before graduation: 100 + 400 x 36 credits + 200 = Total
USS$ 14,700

Package Total: US$ 12,000 (to be fully paid in the first 2 years /
USS$ 6,000 + US$ 6,000)

Continuation fee (US$200 / year) is charged if students have not
attained ‘candidacy’ (completed the required 10 courses and had
their dissertation/research project proposal defended and approved),
within the five years following admission into D. Min. program.

Extension fee (US$200 / year) is charged if the research and
writing are not completed within the seven years following the
acceptance of the admission into the D. Min program - limited to
three years of grace period.

All financial obligations to the seminary must be paid before
graduation.
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Graduation Requirements

1. Candidates for D. Min. degree must have completed 30 course
work credit hours with an average grade of B (GPA 3.0) at least.

2. The total credits required for graduation are 36 credits (10
courses x 3 credits = 30 credits + 6 credits Doctoral Dissertation).
Language exams are not required.

3. Candidates who completed all course works and the doctoral
dissertation should submit 2 copies of the completed dissertation
for evaluation by one more judge/reader, with the final permission
of the adviser which includes evaluation result and grading. A
doctoral dissertation adviser automatically becomes one of two
judges.

4. Degree will be awarded with the completion of a doctoral
dissertation with ‘Pass’ by the two judges/readers on condition that
the candidate evidences to the satisfaction of the Christian
character, ability and acceptability in Christian ministry.

5. The program should be completed within 10 years.
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
